For each abisnthe ordered between 5 and 7 pm, a "crock" will be offered. Caroline's sardines rillettes,
houmous, eggplants dip, tapenade, terrine or cottage cheese with black olives and marinated vegetables… A fresh and
delicious homemade range accompanied by Jean-Luc Poujauran's crispy bread.

Each of the 30 absinthes is also available for take away.
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
